The study included future 
building needs in Canton, but 
did not account for future 
operational costs,, said Yack. 
Operational costs are six or 
seven times greater than build­
ing costs, he said.

Furthermore, to plan

years is difficult because there 
are so many unpredictable 
factors,. said Yack. Tight 
money, recession, building

Prompted by complaints 

from residents, fire and police 
officials last year, 35th District 
Judfje Dunbar Davis 
strengthened a ruling that 
provides for fines against C&O 
Railroad for blocking traffic 
at crossings.

“That’s (blocking, crossings) 
terribly annoying and it invites 
people to go around the 
gate and I don’t blame them,”  
Davis said, pointing out that 
some of the crossing blockages 
are caused when there is no 
train in sight.

Before last-year, the maxi­
mum fine that could be assess­
ed-against the railroad was 
$100, under state law. Ply­
mouth had a law on its books 
that'provided for up to $500, 
but was not permitted to 
exceed the state’s figure. Three 
years ago, state law was 
amended to make the, maxi­
mum fine $500, validating 
Plymouth’s law.

Davis said that if the delay 
is due to mechanical failure, 
such as broken couplings or 
lost air pressure in the brakes, 
no fine would be imposed.• ■ t

“ I was imposing relatively 
low fines,” Davis admitted. 
They were at his discretion, 
more like a ticket and not 
wholly effective, he said. 
Under the new ruling, the 
railroad representative has to 
appear in court. At the scene, 
the police write an official 
report or else take the infor- 

“ mation from the motorist.

Angry motorists and emer­
gency services personnel de­
manded that stiffer fines be 
instituted. Davis then proposed 
a fine schedule for intersection 
tieups with a minimum of $30 
for a six-minute delay and a 
maximum of $505 for any 
blockage of 25 minutes or 
longer.

Frequently the delays are 
caused when a freight train 
is delayed just short of̂  the 
crossing if cars need to be 
added or uncoupled.

Train breakdowns snarled traffic in Plymouth and 
Plymouth Township for an hour and one-quarter 
Thursday afternoon.

According to a Chesapeake and Ohio (C & O) 
spokesman, the couplings which join individual rail­
road cars broke on two different cars, leaving about 
115 cars blocking traffic.

From 1:31 to 2:45 p.m., Main Street, Ann Arbor 
Trail, Lilley Road and Sheldon Roads were blocked 
on and off, asC&O shuffled the disconnected cars 
onto side rails, said the Plymouth police.

Although many persons called the Plymouth police 
to complain, Chief Tim Ford said it would be “ah

. Keeping the penalty limit 
at' $50i was necessary, Davis 
said. “ If you make it too 
severe,, the railroad’s going to. 
appeal every case. I don’t 
say we knuckle under to 
the railroad but if you are 
too severe, they will appeal 
and consume the city’s at­
torney fees.”

The new ruling has meant 
some increase in -fines, said 
Larry Judd, Plymouth C&O 
trainmaster.

“ Whatever is convenient fpr 
the court, we’ll go along with.

We don’t take any exception 
-to it ; if it is more convenient 
without having to clutter the 
court, we’ll act in good faith,” 
Judd said.

Judd added that the rail­
road’s legal department some­
times contests fines if  a train­
master feels that the. crossing 
tie-up was caused by unusual 
circumstances. '

Davis said' that the rail­
road has not voiced any 
objections since the ruling 
took effect.

“Under state and federal law, the railroad is ex­
empted from _ fines if there is an emergency break­
down,” said Ford.

The law does provide for fines up to $500 for block­
ing the tracks in some cases, however.

Part of the delays on Thursday were caused by the 
uphill grade in the city which precludes a siding for 
removing the cars, Ford said. The disconnected cars 
had to be pulled to the siding on Joy and Haggerty 
to be removed, said the chief.

(Editor’s note: This is the 
second in a two-part series 
examining the unification issue 
in Plymouth and Plymouth 
Township. Part II discusses 
the functions and goals o f the 
recently appointed Unification 
Study Committee).

BYTOM SCHRAM  
On thursday, May 18, Ply­

mouth Mayor Tom Turner 
may have turned the first 
page of a new history for

the City of Plymouth and 
Plymouth Township when he 
opened the inaugural meeting 
of the Unification Study Com­
mittee.

After a secret ballot elected 
former City Commissioner 
Norb Battermann chairman of 
the committee, the 10 men 
and women turned their atten­
tion toward a task which, 
eventually, may bring about 
an historic unity of the two 
municipalities which have bor­

dered each other for so long.
The committee is designed 

to present the interests of both 
the city and the township, 
with five township and five 
city residents serving on it. 
Currently there is one vacancy 
each from city.

The committee is scheduled? 
to meet twice a month on 
alternate Thursdays and has 
a proposed life span of six 
months, although most com­
mittee; members believe that

that time period is unreason­
able.

“ We’re trying to get the 
study completed in six months, 
but it will never be done. 
It will be a year at least,” 
said Joe West, Plymouth Town­
ship Treasurer and committee 
member. .

The committee has met 
twice and, at this point, is 
still in primarily talking stages. 
Chairman Battermann said that 
ultimately the township resi­
dents would realize that they 
will benefit by unification.

“ Eventually unification is a 
necessity. The township is 
simply putting more into 
Wayne County than they’re _ 

“ geffing back in services. The 
road repair and maintenance, 
for example, is not to the 
satisfaction of most residents,” 
Battermann said.

The top priority services 
being' discussed by the com­
mittee is the fire department. 
Battermann said he is concern­
ed that one of the'ramifica­
tions of the unification of 
services would be that the 
services in the city will suffer.

“ Surprisingly, I' think that 
you’ll find that a lot of the 
people in the city will not be
in favor of unification. 1 think 
that if we put the facts in 
-front of. the people this time 
there will be less support in
the city and more in the town­
ship,”  he said..

Money remains the bottom 
line, and it is the economics 
of the situatiop which primar­
ily concern the committee. 
The city, for example, recent­
ly approved a quarter of a 
million dollars, according to 
Battermann, for the purchase 
of a ladder truck.

“The township could share 
in both the cost and the use 
of this vehicle,”  Battermann 
said.

Township Treasurer West 
agreed̂ ——----— ——-— :—:——

“ Savings come from a com­
bination -of~things but mainly 
equipment. We might save- 
money from having only one 
fire chief, but that man will 

-need—assistants,” - West -said:
_ West pointed out that bring­

ing the two municipalities 
together under one government 
would add .a potential source 
of income to the new city.

“ One area where everyone 
will benefit w ill be in the area 
of going after federal grants. 
Instead: of two units with 
populations of 12,000 and
20,000 going after grants, it 
would be one unit of-32,000. 
That would put us at a much 
better perspective. There 
would be several similar exam­
ples,”  West said.

Battermann sees a similar 
advantage in a different area.

“We are each a minority 
in Wayne County. When the 

-City of—Livonia talks—people-
listen. If. we were unified, we 
would carry weight,”  he said.

Both men agree that ulti­
mately unification will have 
to come from a mandate of 
the people. To that end, 
neither has much hope of 
immediate success.

“The tax base in one 
(municipality) has to go up and 
the other down. I think this 
w ill happen when the people 
of Plymouth Township express 
their desire for additional 
police and fire protection and 
such things as an adequate
city hall. ~ 1 " ~ '

“ But I don’t see much 
hope for this for at least 

-another—five to 10 . years. 
Somewhere down the: road I ’d 
like to see it. Its just that 
the people are not ready for 
it yet. We have to prove to 
them that it would be equit­
able,”  West said.

Battermann added similar 
sentiments.

“ I don’t think that we’li 
be fully unified for another 
10 years. But this is the way 
we have to go. i

“Without unification there 
w ill be a general tax revolt 
in both the city and the
townsnip. m the city because 
they can' no longer pay for 
the services and in the town­
ship because they cannot get 
the services.

/ Since Henry Ford first; 
drove a Model T  out here from 
Detroit in search o f investors, 
“ Ford ’s” has always meant 
something special in Plymouth.

In the same banquet room 
where Ford M otor Co. offi­
cials announced their plans 
12 years ago to build a major 
plant on Sheldon Road, offi­
cials o f that plant, with dozens 
o f local notables as their 
guests, last week celebrated 
the 75 th anniversary o f  the 
world’s second largest _ auto­
maker.

But the ties that bind 
Ford and Plym outh go back 
much farther tha^i the gather­
ings at the Mayflower Meet­
ing House. More than 3,000 
local residents are present ..or 
retired Ford employes.

And  as local historian Sam 
Hudson, one o f the speakers : 
at last Wednesday’s luncheon, 
noted, 75 years ago, P ly­
m outh nearly  became the 
birthplace o f Ford.

In  1903, Charley Bennett, 
one of the founders o f the 
Daisy A ir Rifle Co., at the 
time the com m unity’s major 
industry, wanted to be the ' 
first man in town to own 
an automobile.

He was on  his way to 
Detroit one day to buy a car 
when he stopped at his tailor’s. 
Describing to the tailor his 
plans to purchase a new 
Oldsmobile, he was overheard 
in  an adjacent fitting room  by 
a cousin o f Fo rd ’s original 
partner.

D o n ’t buy that O lds until 
you  see this new car Henry 
Ford has invented, the man 
told Bennett. The cousin called 
Ford and soon Henry drove

lakes. (Both are used today 
by the Wayne County Road 
Commission.)

Henry Ford was one o f the 
best customers - o f harness- 
maker George Richwine, father 
of local attorney and former 
M ayor Perry Richwine. Ford 
once bought a $6,000 harness 
from Richw ine’s Penniman 
Avenue shop for his notorious 
second-in-command, Harry 
Bennett. •

Another Plym outh man, the 
late Ed  Cutler, gave Ford the 
idea for Greenfield" Village 
and oversaw much o f its 
creation. .

A s  local officials noted, 
Fo rd ’s presence here .remains 
strong. The Sheldon Road 
plant employes some 1,500 
persons, building heating and 
climate control units for Ford 
cars. The local payroll exceeds 
$26 million.

T o  a quip by Township 
Supervisor Tom  Notebaert that 
he was dismayed when Ford 
broke with tradition and did 
not name its plant here after 
the com munity, new Plant 
Manager H . ' G. Wold, a Plyr 
m outh Township resident, said, 
“ I ’d have a devil o f a time 
saying I was manager o f  the 
Plym outh Plant and worked 
for Ford.” '

M ayor Tom  Turner, himself 
a Ford employe, presented 
Wold and his crew with a 
proclamation o f appreciation, 
from the city. He noted that 
six bf the city’s seven com­
missioners either work \  for 
Ford or have husbands w ho do.

“Though it’s not in the 
city, we are m indful o f the 
plant’s impact on this com-, 
m unity,” he said.

Local residents toured the 
facility during an open house 
last Sunday.
