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y ity  residents may 
rtace 2 millage votes
-City, schools eye improvements 
to aging infrastructure

Plymouth residents could vote on tw o  

tax hike proposals within tw o months to 
fund new  roads and schools.

Plans are still tentative, but the C ity  
C o m m iss io n  m a y  a sk  fo r  a 2 -m il l  
increase to pave streets that are in disre­
pair. The request w ould b e  placed on the 
Novem ber ballot.

The Plymouth-Canton School District 
is  c o n s id e r in g  a b o n d  is s u e  fo r  n ew  
sch o o l construction  that co u ld  top  $5 0  
m illion. School officials hope to send die 
issue to the voters as early as Decem ber.

School and City officials say both pro­
jects are needed for a grow ing com m uni­
ty with aging infrastructure. But the costs 
involved m ay not sw ay voters.

“The tim ing’s not really  very good ,” 
City Manager Steve Walters said.

Particularly at risk is  the school bond, 
because it w ill fo llow  the paving m illage. 
Som e officials said residents w ill be less 
inclined to vote for a tax increase when  
they voted on one a month earlier.

“I believe it w ould have im plications,” 
said Judy Evola, a spokeswom an for the 
P lym outh-C anton S ch oo l D istrict, “but 
w e’re hoping people realize that schools  
are a very large variable for housing and 
property values.”

T he p op u lation  ex p lo s io n  that’s h it 
T he P lym outh-C anton C om m unity  has 
forced overcrowded classroom s through­
out the school district. A  citizens com m it­
tee recently reported to the school board 
that new  elem en tary , m id d le  and h igh  
schools are needed.

“W e are a m o n g  th e  h ig h e s t  to ta l

g ro w th  a rea s  in  th e  e n t ir e  s ta te  o f  
M ichigan,” E vola said.

Sch oo l o ffic ia ls  are look in g  at an 8- 
month schedule o f  researching, planning 
and promoting the bond issue. Right now, 
they don’t know when it w ould be on the 
ballot, how  m uch it w ould  cost or what 
new  schools w ould be built.

C ity officials also are in  the planning 
stages o f  a giant road im provem ent pro­
ject.

Funding for P lym outh  roads usually  
com es from special assessm ent districts, 
which tax only those residents w ho w ould  
be affected by the road paving.

But at a recent public hearing, more 
than 65 residents packed C ity Hall to tell 
the City Com m ission that they w ould pre­
fer a m illage increase. That w ay, the cost 
is spread even ly  am ong all residents.

T he C ity C om m ission  is expected  to  
decide how to fund the paving project at 
its June 3 meeting.

I f  the 2 -m ill increase is  approved, a 
h om eow n er  o w n in g  a $ 1 5 0 ,0 0 0  hom e  
would see a $150  annual tax increase.

Som e City roads are in fair condition, 
o th er  road s are in  fa r  w o r se  sh a p e , 
W alters said. But a 10-year road paving  
and maintenance program w ould improve 
all City roads at the low est cost.

“If you resurface roads before they get 
really broken up, it’s a lot cheaper in the 
long run,” he said.

Walters, along with P-C School Board 
T ru stee  Jack  F arrow , sa id  th e  sc h o o l  
bond and the road paving plan shouldn’t

G o so u th , P ly m o u th -C a n to n  

Community School District, go  south.
That w as the recom m endation  m ade 

this spring by the H ousing C om m ittee, 
and it ’s the task that’s been  put in  the 
hands o f  John Birchler, executive director 
o f  B u sin ess and Operations for the P-C  
Schools.

H e is in search o f  land for future facili­
ties.

Like a long distance voyager or a deter­
mined explorer, Birchler sits in his office  
with maps in front him. H e’s plotting the 
most suitable sites for a new elementary, 
middle or high school, and searching for 
land to add to the P-C Schools’ 282  acres 
o f  vacant property.

That land w ill likely be sw allow ed up  
with the construction o f  as many as five  
new schools.

The spraw ling 15,000-student sch oo l 
district —  w hich encom passes 54  square 
m iles, s ix  com m unities and tw o counties 
—  is  in the midst o f  its greatest population 
growth.

M ore than 4 5 0  students have enrolled  
in  the sc h o o l d is tr ic t  in  le s s  than tw o  
y e a r s , and S E M C O G  e s t im a te s  h a v e  
pegged an 86  percent increase in com m u­
n ity -w id e  p o p u la tio n  grow th  b etw een  
1990 and 2020.

Som e observers ca ll those figures con­
servative.

But it is  evident that the school district 
needs to  add to its tw o high schools, five  
m id d le  s c h o o ls ,  and  14  e le m e n ta r y  
schools.

T he H ousing  C om m ittee’s proposal, 
w hich  w as presented to  the P-C  School 
Board April 22, focused on Canton, one o f  
the fa stest grow ing com m unities in  the 
state. It included securing a site o f  sub­
stantial acreage and the construction o f  a 
middle school in the 60-square-mile town­
ship.

Currently, none o f  the sy stem s’ f iv e  
m iddle schools are in Canton. It’s som e­
thing Birchler and the rest o f  the school 
d is tr ic t’s  adm inistration  w ou ld  lik e  to  
change, pending voter approval for fund­
ing, possibly as early as December. “The 
H ou sin g  C om m ittee’s  recom m endation  
w as to  look  at som ething dow n here, in  
sou th  C an ton ,” sa id  B irch ler . “ S ou th , 
southwest is  where the growth is  happen- 
mg.

The acreage owned by the P-C Schools 
is  on six p ieces o f  land; five  are located in 
Canton. Each p iece o f  property is  large 
enough for som e type o f  facility.

B irchler said  there are n o  state law s  
regarding minimum acreage for different 
size schools — just guidelines. “Ten acres 
for elementary, 20  for middle schools and 
3 0  for  h igh  sch o o ls , p lu s on e acre fo r  
every 100 students,” he said.

Several other factors, other than size , 
are a lso  considered prior to construction: 
location, busing, future housing develop­
m ents, proxim ity to current schools and 
condition o f  the property.

S o , w ith  all that in m ind, ju st w here 
m ight the new schools be located?

Perhaps the m ost attractive, because  
it’s  south centrally located, is  the Hanford

Road property, east o f  Canton Center road 
and south o f  Ford Road.

The school district may be asked to  sell 
som e o f  its property to allow  for the com ­
pletion  o f  Hanford Road and a subdivi­
sion , but that w ouldn’t prevent the con­
struction o f  a facility. “It’s big enough for 
an elem entary school or middle school,” 
said Birchler. “That w ould definitely be a 
g o o d  p la c e . I t ’s b ig  e n o u g h . I t ’ s in  
C anton. I t’s  probably the best location  
right now , that and the Park.”

T h e P ly m ou th -C an ton  E d u ca tion a l 
Park (PCEP) is also located in Canton and 
has 175 vacant acres, som e o f  w hich are 
well-forested. “There’s a climax forest o f  
B eech  M aple there. I d on ’t think w e ’d 
w ipe out a  forest line to have something. 
I f  w e were going to build, w e’d probably 
build som ething up here (in the northwest 
com er o f  the property, south o f  Joy Road 
and east o f  Beck Road). There’s still a  lot 
o f  land there.”

Further w e st  o f  the PC E P, but s t ill  
south o f  Joy R oad are 26  acres o f  land  
purchased in 1971 from the Gyde fam ily, 
early farming folk o f  Canton. “That’s  big  
enough for an elementary school or mid­
dle school, no problem,” Birchler said.

B ut i t ’s near the PC E P. “T he G yd e  
property is  so  c lo s e  to  the Park,” sa id  
Birchler. “It m ight m ake more sense to  
build on the Park and sell that.”

A lm ost directly one mile south o f  Gyde 
is the Magraw property. The 15 acres are 
sandwiched in between Warren, Hanford, 
B eck  and R id ge  roads. T he area, pur­
chased in 1973 for $61,160, is  just large 
enough for an elem entary school, w hich  
may be perfect since it stands in the morn­
ing shadows o f  a subdivision and a  grow­
ing housing developm ent to  the w est. “I 
don’t know i f  there’s any detractors to that 
property,” Birchler said. “I think an e le ­

mentary school might be good; it’s a  little 
sm all for a m iddle school. It’s  out w est, 
that’s good. It’s definitely a possibility.”

T he second  largest sch oo l site , at 4 0  
acres, m akes M iller W oods in northwest 
Plymouth Township an enticing prospect 
But there’s  a hitch. M iller W oods provides 
the m ost prom inent environm ental co n ­
c ern . “W e h a v e  4 0  a cre s  at M il le r  
W oods,” said Birchler. “Thirty are build- 
able, 10 acres are w oods a permanent 
nature preserve.”

P lu s, it ’s  rem oved  from  areas in  the 
sch oo l d istrict exp erien c in g  the largest 
grow th . “I t ’s  so  far up north w est, and  
w here w e need sites are in the southern  
part o f  the district,” said  Birchler. “But 
there is  grow th  there to o . R ig h t n o w , 
w e ’re looking for m iddle sch oo ls, e sp e­
c ia lly  in  C anton, so  that d o e sn ’t m ake  
M iller the best site.”

The Schwartz property, located on the 
s ite  o f  H u lsin g  E lem en tary  in  C anton  
between Morton Taylor and L illey  roads, 
is another environmental retreat.

“It’s m ostly w oods,” said Birchler. “I 
think they use it a little for instructional 
things.”

T he 15-acre s ite  is  large  en ou gh  to  
house an elementary school, but Birchler 
said it probably doesn’t have a future with  
the s c h o o l d is tr ic t . “W e d id  h a v e  an 
inquiry on it,” he said. “It’s nothing w e  
could build anything on being right next to 
the elementary school. Som eday w e couid  
sell it off.”

The Schw artz property cou ld  be just 
o n e  o f  m any tr a n s a c tio n s . T h e  P -C  
S ch o o ls  are on  the lo o k o u t for  land  in  
Canton and, according to  Birchler, m ight 
cut dea ls w ith other property ow ners to  
better satisfy their needs. “I w ouldn’t rule 
out swapping or selling  land for a better 
location,” said Birchler.

1
be seen  as com peting.

Plymouth voters make up less than 15 
percent o f  the school system s constituen­
cy. T he b iggest voting b loc com es from  
C anton , w h ich  has a p o p u la tio n  three  
tim es the City.

And there’s another factor.

“W e ’re g o in g  to  be 
hands-on ow n ers,” said A bbate, a free­
la n c e  drum m er w h o  h as p r e v io u s ly  
managed two drum stores. “Anytim e you  
com e in you w on’t be dealing without an 
ow n er  here. O ne o f  us w ill  a lw a y s  be 
here.”

Schoolcraft College honored for 
labor training program

Schoolcraft C ollege w as named Trainer o f  the Year by G ov. 

John Engler at the Renaissance R eception celebrating M ichigan’s 
econom ic resurgence.

The honor was bestow ed upon Schoolcraft C o llege for their 
work teaching labor skills to the local workforce.

B ru ce  S w e e t, the d irector  o f  b u s in e ss  d e v e lo p m e n t and  
industrial services at Schoolcraft C ollege, said the school was not 
anticipating the award. “W e didn’t have a clue,” he said. “It was 
com pletely a surprise to us. I knew w e had been doing a pretty 
good job  with businesses... It’s terrific. It’s a wonderful award.”

The Trainer o f  the Year Award was presented with four other 
awards, including Chrysler Corporation as Employer o f  the Year. 
It was the second year for the reception, attended by business  
leaders and leg is la to rs, but the first h eld  at the state cap itol 
rotunda in  Lansing.

Engler said the training o f  M ichigan’s workforce is critical to 
b u s in e s s  g ro w th . “ In M ic h ig a n , w e  b e l i e v e  w o r k fo r c e  
developm ent is  econom ic developm ent,” the governor said. “One 
o f  the keys to M ichigan’s renaissance is our ability to provide 
quality training assistance to com panies in  M ichigan.”

Sw eet agreed. “I think the key to  keeping a com petitive edge  
over the next few  years is skills in the labor force,” h e  said. “It’s

critical to success.”
There are 37 businesses that are currently running programs at 

Schoolcraft C o llege , and another 30  are develop ing  program s, 
S w e e t  sa id . A .O . S m ith  o f  P lym ou th , J oh n son  C on tro ls  o f  
Plymouth Township and Pro-Coil o f  Canton are am ong the local 
com panies.

Course topics include computer software application, w elding  
and quality education training. “It really runs the gam bit,” said 
Sw eet. “Our main focus is on manufacturing. W e also have a few  
health care courses.”

Currently, there are approximately 4 0 0  em ployees in 30  types 
o f  training. A  far cry from  1985 w hen S w eet arrived and the 
business developm ent center was started. “W e’ve grown from  a 
staff o f  three to 14 today,” he said. “The nature o f  the project has 
gotten far m ore com plex.”

But the quality o f  education provided by Schoolcraft C ollege  
hasn’t suffered, according to students’ soundoff that consistently  
p la ce  the cou rses above average on a fou r-p o in t sca le . “W e  
con sisten tly  com e out 3 .2  to  3 .8 ,” he said. “O f course, w e ’re 
shooting for 4 .0  all the time.”

A  com m itm ent to ex ce llen ce  is  the b est advertising, Sw eet  
said. “W e don’t do a lot o f  promoting,” he said. “W e try to do a 
quality job , and have the students go  aw ay happy.”

“I had too many involvem ents 
here in  the office,” said Munfukh, w ho is 54.

That m eans Kay Arnold, Charles Curmi, K.C. M ueller and 
Ron Griffith w ill all run unopposed in the N ovem ber election i f

no non- partisan ballots are filed  by the July 18 deadline.
“Unfortunately you’re right,” Munfukh said. “But that didn’t 

have any influence.”
Munfukh was elected to the Township board in 1984 and re­

elected  in 1988. H e lost a 1992 re-election bid and withdrew from 
the 1996 campaign on M ay 17, just tw o days after he filed  papers 
with the clerk’s office to run.

H e acknow ledged that his withdrawal from the race elim inates 
any contest for the Tow nship’s only elected  board.

“It makes everybody’s job  easier, I guess,” Munfukh said.

Smart move

Purchasing a home or putting your house up for sale can be fairly complicated, 

involve a large sum of money, and be one of the most important steps you take in 
life.

Contacting a real estate office makes it easier to locate exactly what you need, 
but a lawyer will be able to assure you that you are getting what you paid for.

“When you are dealing with this much money, even a small mistake can cost 
in the thousands,” said Roger Haslick, a Plymouth lawyer specializing in real 
estate sales.

Some may wonder why they need a lawyer when they already contacted a real 
estate agency.

From making sure the proper inspections have been done to looking over the 
final purchase agreement, a lawyer can ease the many worries home buyers and 
sellers face when dealing in real estate.

“If you question whether you need a lawyer or not, you probably do,” Haslick 
said.

Jim Lewandowski, of Lowe & Lewandowski in Plymouth, said he believes 
lawyers specializing in real estate have different objectives than a real estate 
agent. He has been representing home buyer and sellers for more than 20 years.

“Lawyers are acting in the interest of the buyer or the seller,” Lewandowski 
said. “A real estate agent is out to sell a house and make a commission.”

There are many aspects of the real estate process that buyers and sellers may 
need additional guidance that a real estate agent may not give. Eric Colthurst, 
who has practiced law for 15 years, said he follows the old adage, “Let the Buyer 
Beware.”

“Buyers of homes need a lawyer more than a seller might,” Colthurst said. 
“The most important aspect of buying a home — the purchase agreement — 
should be overseen by a lawyer.”

Colthurst also stressed the added risk factors that are placed upon home 
buyers. “While the buyer now has the property, the seller has the check,” he said. 
“A lot more can go wrong with the property after it has changed hands.”

Colthurst, Haslick and Lewandowski all agreed on many things that buyers 
should consider when going through the final stages of purchasing their home.

A stressful aspect of the final sale, which both home buyers and sellers alike 
need to take caution with, is the purchase agreement. A buyer needs to ask, 
“Does the purchase agreement reflect my needs?” They also need to wonder if 
the agreement contains all they felt was included within the deal.

“Often a person purchases the home and after the agreement is signed realizes 
certain parts of the house weren’t included,” Haslick said. “Somebody may have 
made a light fixture or carved a mantle and want to take that with them. These

are the things the buyer needs to be aware of.”
A buyer must also know when they can obtain occupancy. Is this family 

planning to move out soon are they still searching for a place to live themselves?
Outside of the purchase agreement lies several other questions. With new 

development moving in everywhere, neighborhoods are adopting certain 
restrictions to those living there. Some restrictions may include the facing on the 
house, if pets are allowed, fencing around the yard and parking.

When purchasing an existing structure, the buyer should be aware of any 
faults found through plumbing, heating and electrical inspections.

When purchasing a newly-built home, there are extra problem areas that need 
to be addressed dealing with the overall construction of the house. Know the 
history of your builder, lawyers said.

“A buyer of a new home needs to know that this builder is doing their job,” 
Lewandowski said.

Also, when signing the final papers, it is wise to know if all subcontractors 
have been paid.

The law often favors buyers, so sellers must also beware when selling their 
home. Most important, those selling their home without contacting a real estate 
agency should consult a lawyer before the final papers are drawn.

In order to protect themselves in the future, sellers must make sure they have 
disclosed all house defects.

“Failure to disclose at the time of purchase can result in lawsuits down the 
road,” said Lewandowski, who has represented may sellers through the entire 
process.

A seller, like a buyer, needs to know when occupancy is going to take place. 
They do not need to be rushed out of their home, nor should they have to wait 
substantially long for a buyer to commit to a date.

While buying or selling a home may seem like a scary leap, the jump into the 
future can be made much easier if the right people are contacted to guide you.

Millage should fund paving

EDITOR:
After having read The Crier’s editorial dated May 22, 

1996, “Stick with SAD funding to pave streets,” I would 
like to bring to your attention some correct facts on the 
proposed City street improvements.

Crier statement: “With the lion’s share coming from the 
City.” ..

Fact: The City in most cases would only be funding 45 
percent of the total project costs, not “the lion’s share.” The 
City’s share would come from the general fund.

Crier statement: “Although it is not perfect, it is a fair 
way to distribute the tax burden...And nearly everyone will 
face a tax increase when their road is paved.”

Fact: SADs are not a tax. SADs are not federal income 
tax deductions and are not considered under the Michigan 
Homestead tax rebate program.

Fact: Under the proposed millage plan, a millage 
increase would be a federal income tax deduction and is 
considered under the Michigan Homestead tax rebate 
program. (Because many Plymouth residents with lower 
incomes would not experience a tax increase.)

Crier statement: “The roads in Plymouth are in horrible 
shape and need to be repaved.”

Fact: You are correct. Most of the roads are in very bad 
shape. The condition of the City’s roads is a key factor in 
the appearance of the City as well as the safety of the 
public.

Crier statement: “Continue special assessment districts 
to fund our road improvements.”

Crier statement: “The City of Plymouth is faced with a 
lose-lose situation when deciding how to fund road 
improvements.”

Opinion: Road improvements under a millage passing 
would benefit all the citizens of Plymouth.

Under the millage proposal, the citizens would save 
several million dollars over the next 20 years vs. SADs. 
The total amounts are being tabulated as yet.

Good, well-maintained roads will continue to contribute 
to the City’s image as a healthy, stable community. Quality 
roads will also help maintain property values. The City of 
Plymouth would face a win-win situation.

Road, gripped the handle of the 
shovel with both hands, and 
attempted to lift the carcass. The 
shovel strained under the weight. Her 
face turned deep red, the wooden 
handle bent, but the object at the 
business end of the shovel did not 
move.

The large, furry object demanded 
my full attention, particularly my 
olfactory system. “What is it?” I 
wondered as I walked toward her. A 
closer look solved the mystery. The 
beady eyes, the bandit's mask and 
the telltale, well, tail. Here lay a 
gigantic, very dead, raccoon.

I helped the woman place the 
animal into her wheelbarrow. I 
marveled at its girth — double the 
size of a normal raccoon. Upon 
examination of the stiffening 
behemoth, I saw no marks 
suggesting vehicular ambush. There 
could be but one diagnosis: Death by 
cardiac arrest. This overstaffed 
mammal had scurried across the road 
to safety, only to die from the effort 
on the other side.

So, why DID the raccoon cross 
the road, I asked myself as I headed 
home, and how did he become so 
fat? I thought about the rascal that 
feasts nightly at MY back door, and 
the obvious answer was...tmsh. Like 
all city-dwelling raccoons, he’d

abandoned his natural diet of acorns, 
bird eggs and hackberries for a 
steady menu of leftover French fries, 
Belgian waffles, Swiss cheese and 
German chocolate cake.
